A Word from the
Director of School Ministry

Holy Trinity Lutheran School...
Is it worth it?

| heard on the news the other day that a 10-
year-old boy has made headlines at his school
because he refused to say the Pledge of
Allegiance. At a very young age he is taking a
stand. His position is that there should be
“liberty and justice for all”... and our country
violates this pledge if gays are not allowed to
legally marry.

How far will our society allow things like this
go? What choices do we have if God
continues to be eliminated from daily life?
Lutheran Schools are critical in a day and age
when the trends are headed away from church,
away from the truth of the Bible, and away from
the very principles our nation was founded on.
Holy Trinity Lutheran School teaches the Truth
of God’s Word and adheres to the principles
and standards as set by Scripture. We believe
that we are to follow God’s commands to be
salt and light to the world (Matthew 5:13-16),
and not allow our minds to become futile in our
thinking (Ephesians 4:17-19).

But is it worth it? Educating children at Holy
Trinity is not cheap. The cost for a non-
member grade-school student is a little more
than $4,000.00 per year. When families can
send their child to school for free, who would
consider paying that much for an education?
After all, it's all the same, isn't it?

To answer that let us ask a few questions. Is
an education just simply textbooks and
routines? Is there more to school than a grade
card and a standardized test score? Do | value
teaching and an environment that is immersed
in sound Biblical doctrine? Are my kids really
safe? Do the relationships that are formed
have any bearing whatsoever on my child’s
future?

Obviously schools are much more than
textbooks. Schools teach kids behavioral
norms, social rules, ethics, morals, values, etc.
They impact every part of the learner including
the physical, social, psychological, spiritual,
and emotional. The financial cost of putting a
child in an environment that is saturated with
the promise of the resurrection pales in
comparison to the eternal cost of a lost soul.
Holy Trinity Lutheran School is privileged daily
to create an environment that has eternal
implications.

What loving parent would not want that for their
child? What parent would put a price tag on
the values that are instilled for a lifetime?

What parent wouldn’t want their child to be
engulfed in a day filled with a faith-based
support system that reinforces what they are
teaching at home? Whatever the cost, Holy
Trinity Lutheran School thinks children are
worth it.

May God continue to send us families who
value the message of the cross and empty
tomb. May Holy Trinity Lutheran School
continue to shine the light of Christ in this
community and beyond.

The task before us is nothing compared to
the power behind us.

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Bringing Good News of Great Joy to All People
by Bob Allen, Mid-South District Director of World Missions

But the angel said to them, "Do not be afraid. | bring you good news of great joy that will be for all the
people. Today in the city of David a Savior has been born to you; He is Christ the Lord.”
Luke 2:10-11

We are overwhelmed with bad news daily. Hearing good news is so rare. News that brings us great joy
seems almost nonexistent. Read the verse again, doesn't it bring joy to your heart? We have heard the
verses above for years during the Christmas season and how comforting this message is to us. It is
encouraging, uplifting and inspiring. Yet in some areas of Tanzania this message has not been heard in the
home because the parents have no Bibles to read it to their family. This Good News is not heard in a church
because no church is near enough to their home to attend.

Through the partnership of the Mid-South District with the East of Lake Victoria Diocese of the Evangelical
Lutheran Church in Tanzania, the Gospel message is beginning to be heard. In the last six months, almost
5,000 members of the Sukuma tribe have been baptized. One of the current training objectives of the diocese
is teaching 500 leaders of local villages to evangelize the members of their village and to plant 200 churches in
the next 10 years.

Almost 500,000 people live in these villages
and 94% of them have never heard the Gospel
message. We have distributed hundreds of
Bibles in their native language. Since there is
usually at least one person in the family unit
who can read, they are now experiencing

the sound of the Good News in their homes,
something we take for granted they now
treasure as well.

The Lutheran Women’s Missionary League
and submitted by Pastor Weldon

If you have children or grandchildren, work with
children at church, or you have neighborhood
children whose parents you know, please take note
of the information below and pass it along to others.
Schools are distributing this book to children
through the Scholastic Book Club.

The name of the book is “Conversations with God”.
James Dobson talked about this book twice
recently. Itis devastating. Please pass this
information on to Parents, Grandparents, Aunts,
Uncles, Cousins, friends.

Please pay special attention not only to what your
kids watch on TV, in movie theaters, on the
Internet, and the music they listen to, but also be
alert regarding the books they read.

Two particular books are, “Conversations with God”
and “Conversations with God for Teens”, written by
Neale D. Walsch. They sound harmless enough by
their titles alone. The books have been on the New
York Times best sellers list for a number of weeks,
and they make truth of the statement, "Don't judge
a book by its cover or title".

The author purports to answer various questions
asked by kids using the "voice of God". However,
the "answers" that he gives are not Bible-based
and go against the very infallible word of God. For
instance (and | paraphrase), when a girl asks the
guestion "Why am | a lesbian?" His answer is that
she was 'born that way' because of genetics (just
as you were born right-handed, with brown eyes,
etc.). Then he tells her to go out and "celebrate”
her differences.
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Another girl poses the question "I am living with my
boyfriend. My parents say that | should marry him
because | am living in sin. Should | marry him?"
His reply is, "Who are you sinning against? Not
me, because you have done nothing wrong."

Another question asks about God's forgiveness of
sin. His reply "I do not forgive anyone because
there is nothing to forgive. There is no such thing
as right or wrong and that is what | have been
trying to tell everyone, do not judge people. People
have chosen to judge one another and this is

wrong, because the rule is "judge not lest ye be
judged."

Not only are these books the false doctrine of the
devil, but in some instances quote (in error) the
Word of God. And the list goes on. These books
(and others like it) are being sold to schoolchildren
through (The Scholastic Book Club), and we need
to be aware of what is being fed to our children.

Our children are under attack. So | pray that you
be sober and vigilant about teaching your children
the Word of God, and guarding their exposure to
worldly mediums, because our adversary, the devil,
roams about as a roaring lion seeking whom he
may devour (1 Peter 5:8). We know that lions
usually hunt for the slowest, weakest and
YOUNGEST of its prey.
